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Introduction. The systemic vulnerability that teachers experience is influenced from
pressures arising from ecological environments originally described by Bronfenbrenner
(1979). The pressure on teachers has its peculiarities in countries with a totalitarian past and
without it. Regardless of cultural context, pressure effects many teachers’ ability to be
comfortable with the demands of their daily tasks, and their willingness to feel proud of their
profession. Therefore, identifying factors of systemic vulnerability of teachers in different
contexts and levels of social environment is relevant.

The aim of the study is to evaluate publications that reveal systemic factors of
schoolteachers’ vulnerability with the help of Scoping review.

Methodology. Initially, 4,810 publications from four databases (Scopus, ERIC EBSCO,
PsycINFO, and Web of Science) were involved. At the stage of full texts’ analysis 22 articles
were considered. The research presents a wide range of geographical regions, which indicates
the degree of generalization in conclusions about the sources of systemic pressure on teachers
in different countries.

Results. In this article, for the first time, the factors of systemic vulnerability of
teachers at the micro-, meso- and macro-levels of social environment are highlighted. Societal
and cultural expectations are the biggest sources of pressure on the macro-level. Pressures on
the macro-level may affect the micro-level, that is, for the psychological well-being of
teachers, since they themselves are a part of the cultural and societal systems. This can
contribute to “self-imposed” pressure by teachers that has not been the focus of research until
now. Parents and the school environment are the biggest sources of pressure on teachers at the
meso-level. Much of the conflict between parents and teachers is stimulated by opposing
views of what a ‘good education’ means. Government overregulation of work conditions,
requirement to maintain responsibilities other than teaching, pressure from administrators,
insufficient levels of wages and resources of the education system, heavy school workload,
insufficiently developed curriculum are sources of systemic pressure on teachers. Lack of

- public control over school administration’ decision-making
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and lack of autonomy of educational institutions correlates with political and governmental
pressures. Burdensome governmental pressure whether due to reform, policy change, or
cultural expectations related to political past forms the social representation of the teacher as
having a low professional status, as well as social ideas about mismatch between teacher
actions and the expectations of society. The great consensus of research on the sources of
systemic vulnerability extends to the countries of Eastern Europe and China that were
associated with totalitarianism, as well as to the countries of Western Europe with a strong
democratic tradition. Since pay is a determinant of social status, the substantially lower
salaries of teachers in Eastern Europe than in Western Europe may be a driving factor behind
the prevailing negative perception of their status among Eastern European teachers. The lack
of clear differences between factors that cause vulnerability of teachers beyond pay may be
explained by the international decline of the status of the teaching profession.

The limitations of this study are the lack of publications on systemic pressure on
teachers at the micro-level and on pressure relief factors.

Social consequences and practical significance. The policies to mitigate systemic
vulnerability will need to be highly contextualized. Research questions that reveal meso- and
macro-level factors can be used for re-Scoping Review, as they point to teachers' systemic
vulnerability.

Future work. Future research should focus on ways that parent teacher relationships
can be strengthened to a point of healthy co-addiction
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INTRODUCTION

Burnout and extreme stress are
experienced in 10-40% of schoolteachers
in European countries (Kristensen et al.,
2005). Stress and burnout are primarily
attributed to the teachers’ own intrinsic
characteristics and vulnerabilities, which
include low efficacy and low self-
confidence in reaching personal goals (e.g.
Marques et al., 2020; Pavlidou et al.,
2020). However, the high rate of extreme
professional stress 1is not sufficiently
explained through an individualistic
perspective on the causes of occupational
stress. This scoping review assumes that
research regarding the wellbeing of
teachers neglects systemic factors as
contributors to the vulnerabilities of
teachers. Systemic factors may include
high demands and pressure on teachers as
social group. The contradiction of high
expectations on teachers by society and the
low payment of teachers reflects the low
status of the teaching profession (Fuller et
al., 2013; Hargreaves & Dworkin, 2009;
Phelan et al., 2010; Shen & Hsieh, 1999).
Taken together, this professional pressure
has severe health consequences for
teachers, which include cardiovascular
disease, cancer, and negative mental health
outcomes (e.g. Liang & Bautista, 2021;
Kuwato & Kirano, 2020).

A gap of knowledge exists
concerning the systemic vulnerability of
teachers. It is important to address this gap
because the current focus on teacher’s
intrinsic ~ vulnerabilities may lead to
attribution of unfair blame on individual
teachers rather than investigation of the
extrinsic, structural factors that threaten
the wellbeing of the schoolteachers. The
purpose of this review is to uncover
structural factors that are most prevalent.
The importance of the factors may vary

according to region.
§ . The context of
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Eastern Europe is especially interesting
because of its totalitarian past. The
totalitarian, specifically communist, past
provides reasons to believe that this
context may differ from countries with a
longer democratic tradition like Western
Europe or the United States. Life under
communist regimes did have substantial
impacts on the values of citizens (Bardi &
Schwartz, 2003). Studies of  Eastern
Europe and China describe communist
regimes as systematically restructuring
civilian living conditions, such as work,
family, leisure, and education (e.g., Kohak,
1992). A context that is shaped by a
communist regime likely affects the social
representations of schoolteachers and
influences the stereotypes and prejudices
against schoolteachers. This review will
assess whether these hypotheses are
correct and address the gap in the literature
regarding the systemic factors that threaten
the wellbeing of schoolteachers in the
context of countries with a totalitarian
past.

The knowledge gap is best addressed
through a scoping review to compile the
existing evidence on systemic factors that
contribute to the vulnerability of
schoolteachers. The existing evidence
derived from other parts of the world is
compared to the context of Eastern
European countries and China.

PURPOSE

Research objective. The purpose of
this scoping review is to accumulate
reliable information within the bounds of
the criteria listed below to narrow the
currently broad understanding of the extent
to which societal pressure onto
schoolteachers affects teachers’ wellbeing.
Accumulating a knowledge base rooted
under different angle may assist future
research in the context of
Eastern European schoolteachers




by applying knowledge from other parts of
the world. Recognition by using resources
outside of the Eastern European context
leads to wunderstanding under different
circumstances, i.e., values, politics,
socioeconomic status, and allows for
investigation of  the analysis of
schoolteacher well-being under varied
societal pressures. This literature consists
of primary data on several themes. The
themes found in the literature can also be
conceptualized as sources of pressure on
schoolteachers. Sources include pressure
from historical forces, pressure from
parental expectations, pressure from
societal expectations, and pressure from
the structural environment and others.
These themes will reveal the factors that
cause systemic vulnerability on
schoolteachers.

Research Question. Based on the
mentioned gap in the literature regarding
systemic factors leading to systemic
vulnerability in schoolteachers, and the
themes regarding sources of systemic
pressure, this scoping review will address
the following research question: Which
systemic pressures contribute to
vulnerability of teachers, and how do
systemic  pressures differ between
countries with and without a totalitarian
past.

This research question will be
answered through the following sub-
questions that bring together the different
bodies of literature that deal with the
different  sources of pressure on
schoolteachers.

- How does political/cultural past
affect expectations among parents and the
education system toward teachers? What
are the main differences between countries
with a totalitarian past in Eastern Europe
and East-Asia as opposed to countries with
a democratic tradition in Western Europe
and North America?

- In which ways are parents a source
of systemic pressures on teachers?

- In which
ways is the education
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system a source of systemic pressures on
teachers?

- How do systemic pressures affect
the well-being of teachers?

- Which opportunities are there for
mitigating these systemic factors?

First, the methodology underlying
this scoping review will be explained.
Second, the relevant literature will be
overviewed. The given sub-questions will
be used to structure the results section.
Lastly, the findings and implications of the
relevant literature will be discussed.

METHODOLOGY

Study Design and Search Strategy.
A scoping review was conducted to assess
the body of published literature relating to
systemic factors contributing to
vulnerability of schoolteachers beginning
November 2021. The methodology of this
scoping review was based on the
Methodological Framework suggested by
Arksey and O’Malley (2005) and the
Preferred Reporting Items for Systematic
Reviews and Meta-Analyses Extension for
Scoping Review (PRISMA-ScR) (Tricco
et al., 2018).

A preliminary search without a
specified search syntax using Google
Scholar and SCOPUS facilitated an
overview of the relevant themes and
prompted a productive search strategy.
Subsequently, an electronic search of four
databases  (Scopus, ERIC EBSCO,
PsycINFO, and Web of Science) was
performed. Researchers agreed upon
search syntaxes that fit the scope of the
review. Key search terms included
“School”, “Teacher”, “Parent*”, “Societ*
Pressure”, and “East* Europe*.” These
terms were combined with secondary
terms, such as, “expectation,” “relation*,
“socia*,  “involvement” and  post-
commun*.” Secondary terms
narrowed the scope of research




to social, political, and professional
relationships. The two variables (“East*
Europe*” and “Societ* Pressure”) were
resolved before addressing the research
question: (1) Due to insufficient
representation of studies discussing teacher
vulnerability in  Eastern = European
countries, co-researchers decided to
include (East* AND Europe*) in each
search. To include this geographical region
best ensured an equal representation
between countries with and without a
totalitarian past, without only directing
focus to individual Eastern Europe
countries. 2) Since the term
‘vulnerability’ yielded few relevant results,
the decision was made to conceptualize it
as societal pressure and from parent-
teacher relationship which reflects what
was meant with the term ‘vulnerability’.

Four syntaxes were specified for
each database to yield similar result totals
beginning December 2021.

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Study Selection. Inclusion and
exclusion  criteria  were  formulated
following the focused search. The
inclusion and exclusion criteria were
defined to reflect the scope of the research
question. The PCC framework
(Population, Concept, and Context) helped
to further define inclusion and exclusion
criteria. The co-researchers traced whether
pressure on teachers originated from
society, culture, or political action, and
then analyzed how these factors influence
parents/family and/or the educational
system as a whole. Initially, the co-
researchers decided to exclude titles
related to children with disabilities and
special  education  programs.  The
assumption was that outcomes and
perceptions of these sub-populations may
be quite  different. = Co-researchers
recognize the impact which COVID-19
had on school environments, especially
teachers, but studies related to COVID-19
were not included due to a lack of
evidence of systemic factors that cause
vulnerability.

Citations were exported to the
application EndNote 20 to create the
focused search pool and duplicates were
removed. The citation exports were then
transferred to an online research and
collaboration tool Rayan.ai. Each coauthor
(J.C.G., R.G) independently screened
resulting titles of two of the four database
searches. Based on determined inclusion
and exclusion criteria articles were
funneled into the next screening phase:
abstract screening for relevance. Studies
without an abstract were accessed, only the
introduction of the study was considered
during the abstract screening phase.

Inclusion and Exclusion Criteria
are as follows:

Inclusion criteria

- Published in a peer-reviewed
journal

- Written in English, German

- All publication dates

- Originally the scope of
the search was limited to Eastern




Europe but due to the limited availability
of published studies, the scope was
expanded to many other regions

- Qualitative,  Quantitative, and
Mixed-Method Studies with primary data
collection

- Studies with a focus on structural
factors that affect schoolteachers

- Social role/status of teachers

- Historical role of teachers

- Social pressure

- Studies with a focus on parent-
teacher relationships/expectations

Exclusion criteria

- Gray literature, books

- Not written in English, German

- Studies focused on the outcomes of
vulnerability on teachers or
students/children: (mental health, health
outcomes of teachers, academic
achievements)

- Studies related to specific contexts
(Preschool, University, Special Education,
Language courses)

After completion of the Articles
screened for relevance phase, remaining
articles from the focused search and the
preliminary search were combined. During
the Articles screened for access phase full-
text language was noted and availability of
access was determined. If the study was
written in a language other than English or
German, we scanned for (official)
translated versions, and if translated
versions were not available then the article
was excluded. Only studies which
produced primary data were included.
There were no exclusions based on the
utilized methodology whether quantitative
or qualitative. If access was denied, co-
researchers requested access and as of
December 24, 2021 no positive responses
had been received.

The focused search retrieved 4749
studies. The preliminary search retrieved
55 studies, as well as six articles
recommended by an expert Lidiia Chorna
on Eastern Europe,
thus yielding 61
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studies in total. The same strategy was
utilized to funnel studies from the focused
and preliminary search pools. After
duplicates and non-relevant titles were
removed 168 studies and 48 studies
remained from the focused search
preliminary search respectively. After
evaluating the abstracts of articles, 41
article were selected.

Data Extraction and Analysis. An
extraction table was made (Supplementary
Excel Table) to overview and analyze the
results of the selected 41 studies (32 -
focused search, 9 - preliminary search).

The categories were “general
information,” “introduction,” “sample,”
“methodology,” “results,” and

“Discussion/Conclusion”. Each category
consisted of multiple sub questions that
provided more detailed information. Data
within the extraction table was cross
checked by the reviewers. Thematic
coding was used to identify patterns in
Supplementary Excel Table, primarily
using the results section, to provide a
descriptive account of the data. The
information in the results section was
copied directly into the extraction table
from the original text, therefore reviewers
are confident in the reliability of the data.
Open coding was done on the “Results”
and “Discussion/Conclusion” categories.
Axial coding was done to merge codes into
major themes. These include “pressure
from parents”, “systemic work
conditions”,  “societal factors”, and
“political factors”, and “cultural factors”.
After assessing full texts during the Full
assessment phase, 22 articles were
included: 18 from the focused search and 4
from the preliminary search. A summary
of the selection process can be found
below (Figure 1). Thus, at this stage,
another 19 articles from the
Supplementary Excel Table were rejected
for lack of information on methods of
collecting primary data, lack of technical
ability to translate the full text of articles in
English or German, or the
authors did not  provide




researchers with full text for their requests.

Quality Assessment. The
methodological quality of each article was
assessed independently byeach co-

researcher using an extraction table fit to
the study design. Articles, regardless of the
methodological design, were scored on the
same scale (0="none”, 1="partial”,
2="yes”); = each  appraisal category
stipulates qualitative and quantitative
methodology (there were 12 categories).
Researchers duplicated  appraisal for
27.2% of the included  studies. By
appraising the same articles, the co-
researchers confirmed that the individual
appraisal opinions were similar. The co-
researchers did not exclude articles based
on quality since no articles scored less than
10/24 points. The indicators of these
articles ranged from 12 to 23 points. The
article “Satisfaction with the Collaboration
Between Families and Schools - The
Parent’s View” (Paccaud et al., 2021)
received the highest number of points — 23
points.

Additionally, a majority of articles
had a qualitative research design which
made rigorous comparison of quality
difficult

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RESULTS

Description of Included Studies.
Studies included in the scoping review
varied in context,

N sample, and
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methodology. Considering the boundaries
set by the research question, context
specifics were documented, especially in
relation to geographical location and
political past: South America (two), West
Europe (twelve), North America (three),
East Europe (four), and east Asia (two).
Four studies were published in an East
European language, i.e. Russian, Bosnian
and Croatian, and therefore excluded
during the access screening phase. Due to
a lack of English or German language
studies relevant to the context of (East*
AND Europe*), only six studies accounted
for a totalitarian past. Primary stakeholder
perspective was a main focus while
extracting sample data. A breakdown of
the included primary perspective is the
following: Teachers (twelve), Parents
(three), Teachers and Parents (four),
Teacher, Student and Parent (one), and
Other (two). To include perspectives from
other stakeholders gave co-researchers
insight into how the teacher relationships
between various stakeholders may vary
from their own opinions. A majority of the
data, 77.2%, either came from primary
(elementary) school, secondary school, or
both primary and secondary school. Lastly,
methodologies of the 22 articles varied
expectedly: Quantitative (five), Qualitative
(ten), and Mixed Methods (seven).

When analyzing the data several
themes emerged. The co-researchers
categorized each prominent theme under
three nested ecological systems levels;
Macro-, Meso-, and Micro-. Macro-level
examines cultural, social, and political
factors that indirectly impose pressure.
Meso-levels examine factors that directly
impose pressure on teachers, such as
parents, colleagues, and working
conditions. Micro-level examines the
outcomes of these pressures, outcomes
which materialize with effects to teacher
well-being. Bronfenbrenner (1979)
originally constructed this ecological
development framework, and three of the
included articles had adapted it
in their own work (Carlson et al.,




1997; Kelchtermans, 1996; Gao, 2008;
Sliskovi¢ et al., 2017).

The results will be presented in a
way that addresses the research question.
The themes that are presented are the
sources of systemic vulnerability that were
identified through the literature review.
Within each theme, where applicable,
differences in the pressures according to
geographical context will be discussed.

Macro-level

Societal factors. Pressures to
teachers involving public image may be
correlated to low perceived status,
socioeconomic and professional. SliSkovi¢
et al. (2017) mention how teachers in
Croatia  experience a decline in
professional status which contributes
negatively to workplace attitudes. Koller et
al. (2019), a study from Germany, report
teachers having negative views on their
own knowledge and competence due to
media reports. Koller et al. find no such
evidence in the media. Seven articles in
which teacher pressure is contributable to
either perceived low status or high societal
expectations. Salakangas et al. (2020)
explain that teachers from Finland
experience pressures related to high
societal  expectations, and not an
individualized  perception  of  low
professional status. This study is presented
as an outlier because these two pressures
show to be linked in other studies.
Sakakangas also found evidence  of
societal support. Paula and Prizevoite
(2019) find Lativan teachers responsible
for “contributing to shaping social
attitudes and policies” and that they “carry
a major responsibility for forming the
future society”, while teachers themselves
complain of low social status and high
societal expectation.

Political factors. Pressure directly
from governmental decisions related to
restrictive and limiting law, policy, and
reform measures occurred in six articles
3, 7, 8, 9, 20, 18]. Governmental
decisions  revolved
around policy and
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law, which was often converted into
educational  reform  that  mandated
additional requirements from teachers.
Reform effective from policy requirements
affected both the satisfaction and comfort
in completing job duties. For example,
Lasky (2005) from Canada, Salokangas et
al. (2020) from Ireland and Finland and
Holden et al. (1994) from UK describe
how new school reform alters the demands
on teachers, and that these changes take
away time for daily tasks and basic teacher
responsibilities.

Cultural factors. Indirect cultural
factors influence teachers regardless of
geographical region or political past.
Expectations that arise from cultural
standards are shown to instill a fear of
failing professional moral obligations in
seven articles [3, 4, 5, 6, 8, 12, 15, 16].
Troman (2000) explains how a teacher in
the United Kingdom acted upon her
perceived moral obligations to pupils,
parents, and colleagues instead of focusing
on her own wellbeing. Yang et al (2011)
admits that Chinese people traditionally
place importance on education and view
teachers with respect, but the public’s view
is shifting, and teachers are needed to cater
to both the new and traditional cultural
expectations. Gao (2008) from China
states that for teachers to complain about
their jobs indicates moral failure. Every
article which presents a totalitarian past
mentions pressures which arise from
cultural expectations and moral
obligations. Public image is a cultural
pressure in four articles with (8,15,16)
overlapping between both cultural themes.
Teachers' concerns over public image
breaches cultural and societal boundaries.

Meso-level

Pressure from parents. The
majority of studies identified parents of
students as a source of stress: 77.2% [1, 2,
3,4,5,6,8,9, 10, 11, 12, 15, 16, 19, 20,
21, 22] . There is a large consensus that
parents represent a source of pressure on
schoolteachers. The theme of
parents as a source of pressure




on teachers emerged in both small-scale
studies and large-scale studies [8, 9,11, 16,
21], thus suggesting that pressure from
parents is indeed a systemic issue faced by
many teachers. Parental pressure also
spans different cultural contexts. In
countries with and without a totalitarian
past researchers report parental pressure to
be an influential vulnerability. However,
there are differences in how pressure
presents. Five studies reported that parents
and teachers have different expectations of
education. Kelchtermans (1996) from
Belgium states that different “visions of
what ‘good education’ is' “persist”. Gao
(2008) from China adds that “the gap
between  parents’  expectations and
teachers’ performance has precipitated a
crisis of public trust in teachers and made
teachers feel more vulnerable”. Two
additional studies highlighted distrust of
parents towards teachers. Paula and
Prizevoite (2019) from Latvia find that the
average degree of parental distrust in
teachers’ professionalism is 3.119 on a
scale of 1 to 5 (SD 1.041), where 1 means
‘do not face’ and 5 means ‘face very
much’. In relation to parents, this study
also found a problem of lack of respect
from parents (Mean = 3.239, SD = 1.176).
Disrespect is also observed in another
Eastern European country. SliSkovi¢ et al.
(2017) from Croatia find that teachers are
“exposed to being shouted at by
disrespectful parents”. There appears to be
a pattern of high distrust in teachers in
Eastern Europe. Sliskovi¢ et al. (2017) also
conclude that parents have a high place in
the hierarchy of the education system and
therefore schools tend to side with them
over teachers out of fear. Lastly, teachers
must increasingly balance their
responsibility to teach the whole class with
the needs of individual children
(Kelchtermans, 1996). Parents show
increasing  “demands for children’s
academic success” in Switzerland
(Paccaud et al.,, 2021) and “pressure
relating to grades” in

A Croatia (Sliskovi¢ et
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al., 2017), especially as “families’
investment in  education  increases
dramatically” as a result of the
commercialization of education in China
(Gao, 2008).

Systemic work conditions. In an
overwhelming 68.2% (15/22) of studies,
teachers admitted that systemic work
conditions were a major pressure [2, 4, 6,
7, 8,9, 10, 11, 12, 15, 16, 18, 20, 21, 22].
A majority of these pressures stemmed
from unreasonable workload, long hours,
disruption of daily tasks and excessive
demand, eleven studies met these criteria
2, 6, 7, 8, 9, 11, 12, 14, 15, 16, 18].
Articles from Eastern Europe and China
highlighted this source of pressure. Yang
et al. (2011) elaborate that teachers “spent
a large amount of time on academic
research” and they “spent time in the
evenings and at weekends, preparing
lessons, marking work, and organizing
extracurricular  events”. In  Croatia,
Sliskovi¢ et al. (2017) find that the
teachers “undertake more administrative
duties and prescribed tasks”. This degree
of work is not reflected in the salary. Five
studies found that insufficient salary is a
source of pressure on teachers [8, 14, 15,
16, 18]. The low salary is a source of
pressure especially in combination with
the mentioned high demand for teachers.
This finding is further corroborated by
Paula and Prizevoite (2019) who conclude
that around 70% of the Latvian
respondents in their study agreed “that
excellent teacher’s work is not particularly
appreciated”. However, the systemic
working conditions also play a role in
Western Europe and America. Five studies
concluded that a lack of control, decisional
power, and autonomy [4, 11, 16, 20, 21]
contributes to pressure on teachers. The
consistency of this theme among different
contexts may be because there is “an
international tendency that teacher’s
autonomy is diminishing” (Stoeber and
Rennert, 2008). Paula and Prizevoite
(2019) also find that “teachers
feel pressure from extremely




high control and supervision by public and
local authorities”. Finally, the lack of
adequate resources, funding, and support
in the school environment was thematized
in five articles [11, 13, 15, 18, 20].
Micro-level
Well-being, Effects on Well-being.
Seven studies focus on burnout and/or
signs of burnout as a general effect on
teacher well-being [6, 10, 11, 14, 15, 16,
21]. Skaalvik and Skaalvik’s (2009)
explanation of burnout is used; “the three
dimensions of teacher burnout are
emotional exhaustion, depersonalization,
and reduced personal accomplishment.”
Other examples of effects to well-being
included a general concern for health
(Koller et al.,, 2019), physical health
(Martins et al., 2016; Troman, 2000), and
effects to morale and confidence
(Sliskovi¢ et al., 2017; Troman, 2000;
Skaalvik and Skaalvik, 2009). These
studies represent Norway, Germany,
Brazil, UK, Croatia. Since outcomes of
individual teachers were not accounted for
by search syntax, researchers recognize
that the microsystem assessment of well-
being may not be as comprehensive as the
other ecological levels. Burnout and other
outcomes are directly contributable to
pressure stated in the macro- and the
meso- levels.
Mitigating Factors
Summary of Mitigating Factors.
Since mitigating factors were not the main
focus of the scoping review, only ten
articles included any suggestions [3, 5, 10,
11, 14, 15, 17, 18, 20, 21]. There was not
much congruence in the recommendation
of factors that can mitigate systemic
pressure on teachers. Three articles
included recommendations for increased
school-family collaboration [3, 5, 21].
Furthermore, both Koller et al. (2019) and
Paccaud et al. (2021) recommend changing
the negative societal views of teachers.
Together with Salokangas et al. (2020),
Sliskovi¢ et al. (2017) advocate for reform
of or improved
N communication with
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the administration of schools. Skaalvik and
Skaalvik (2009) mention decreasing the
workload of teachers which corresponds to
the high degree of studies that
problematize the high workload. More
research is necessary to find mitigating
factors that best address systemic pressure.

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DISCUSSION

Sources of systemic pressure. The
results of the present scoping review
suggest that teachers experience pressure
from a variety of sources. These can be
categorized into micro-level, meso-level,
macro-level. The factors on the meso-, and
macro-level were highly relevant to the

research question

é _ because they point to
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the systemic vulnerability of teachers.
There is a consensus in the literature about
the main sources of pressure indicated by
the overlap in the major themes. Societal
and cultural expectations are the biggest
sources of pressure on the macro-level.
Indirect pressures on the macro-level may
also affect the micro-level, since teachers
themselves are a part of the cultural and
societal system. This can contribute to
“self-imposed” pressure by teachers that
has not been the focus of research until
now.

Parents and the school environment
are the biggest sources of pressure on the
school-system level (meso-level). This
trend of increased parental demands has
been observed in the past (Webb &
Vulliamy, 1996). Brown (1990) has even
labeled it as a wave of “parentocracy”.
Studying this relationship further may
allow for the connection of the bodies of
literature concerning intrinsic factors that
cause vulnerability of teachers and the
systemic factors that were the focus of this
review. Many of the identified sources of
systemic pressure have been identified
previously. For instance, a study by the
European Commission found that “a
higher salary”, “a more recognized social
status/better image of the profession”, and
“better working conditions” are needed to
make the profession more attractive (Carlo
et al.,, 2013). This review adds a
categorization of these factors that may be
used to guide further research and policy
action.

Differences in systemic pressures
according to context. The large consensus
on the sources of systemic vulnerability
also extends to both Eastern Europe and
China who have been associated with
totalitarianism, as well as countries in
Western Europe or with a strong
democratic tradition. Although teachers in
Eastern Europe perceive themselves to be
more vulnerable to systemic pressure than
teachers in Western Europe, the results of
this review demonstrate no clear
difference in the pressures they




face. The perception is best reflected in the
survey by Paula and Prizevoite (2019). It
confirmed “that teachers perceived their
occupational prestige in Latvia as low and
believed that in other European countries it
is much higher.” This conclusion,
however, is not supported by the results of
this study. The European Commission
study also found that there is no clear
difference in terms of western and eastern
countries regarding calls for a better status
or image and better working conditions
(Carlo et al., 2013). Eastern European
countries did, however, favor “a higher
salary” (Carlo et al., 2013) as a policy
option for increasing the attractiveness of
the profession. This is also reflected in one
of the included articles. Sliskovi¢ et al.
(2017) found that “Croatian teachers’
views on their professional status” are
influenced by “cultural and contextual
specificities, such as a low national level
of investment in education”. Since pay is a
determinant of social status (Hargraves &
Dworkin, 2009), the substantially lower
statutory salaries of teachers in Eastern
Europe than in Western Europe (European
Commission, 2018) may be a driving force
behind the prevailing negative perception
of their status among Eastern European
teachers.

The lack of clear differences
between factors that cause vulnerability of
teachers beyond pay may be explained by
the international decline of the status of the
teaching profession. The scoping review
shows that even in countries like China,
where there is a long cultural tradition of
teacher reverence (e.g. Fwu & Wang,
2002; Yang et al., 2011), systemic
vulnerability of teachers increase as the
demand on teachers increases and their
social status declines.

Overview: Aim and Results. The
systemic  vulnerability that teachers
experience is influenced from pressures
arising from ecological environments
originally described by Bronfenbrenner
(1979); meso-level, macro-level and
micro-level. This scoping review set out to
explore  systemic  pressures  which
contribute to the vulnerabilities of
teachers, and how these pressures differ
between countries with and without
totalitarian political pasts. Not all systemic
pressures derived from the
comprehensively  considered  included
articles were discussed in the results
section, for example, seven articles [4, 6,
8, 10, 11, 15, 16] feature examples of
teachers who felt pressure from colleagues
or administrators. Other examples of
pressure onto teachers that were not
included in the results is government
overregulation [6, 16] systemic work
conditions, such as, difficulty accessing
the workplace due to geographical
boundaries [12] and the requirement to
maintain  responsibilities  other than
teaching [7, 8].

Key Findings. Conflicts between
teachers and parents originate  from
indirect and direct factors defined by the
macro and meso systems. Search syntaxes
customized for each database emphasized
the parent-teacher relationship; sixteen of
the 22 articles mention the prevalence of
parental pressure. Much of the conflict
between parents and teachers is stimulated
by opposing views of what a ‘good
education’ means. Articles [12, 22] explain
how these differences escalate to either
verbal or physical conflict between the
parties. Articles [3, 16] place




distrust between parents and teachers to be
the main contributor of a disruptive parent-
teacher relationship.

Additionally, articles [8, 14, 15, 16,
18] portray insufficient salary to be
coupled  with  other systemic
vulnerabilities, such as insufficient
resources, heavy workload, and deficient
curriculum. Finally, teachers’ perceptions
of a lack of control, decisional power, and
autonomy correlates with political and
governmental ~ pressures.  Burdensome
governmental pressure whether due to
reform, policy change, or cultural
expectations related to political past play
into perceptions of both low professional
statuses, and a mismatch between teacher
actions and the expectations of society.

Strengths and Limitations

/

To present this scoping review in full
confidence researchers must be transparent
with the strengths and limitations of our
chosen methods. The search syntaxes
displayed in Table 1 are at the core of the
analysis. Due to these syntaxes, results
were limited by the following examples:
(1) outcomes derived in the microsystem,
(2) colleague and administrator pressures,
(3) use of (East* AND Europe*) without
mentioning each country within Eastern
Europe, and (4) limited scope of mitigating
factors. Strengths were the amount of
preliminary  searching  co-researchers
conducted to best situate the search
strategy. Other strengths were the different
stakeholder perspectives which were
examined, and conversely the depth in
which the parent-teacher relationship was
assessed
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CONCLUSIONS

The present scoping review was able
to demonstrate a clear consensus on the
major sources of systemic vulnerability.
The number of articles that were screened
(n= 4749) in four databases and the
exhaustive inclusion and exclusion criteria
provide a rigorous basis on which to draw
these conclusions and conduct future
research. The findings are based on a
broad range of regions, which suggests a
degree of generalizability of the findings
on the sources of systemic pressure.

This scoping view adds to the
knowledge base of systemic vulnerability
onto teachers regardless of cultural
background; pressures stem from different
stakeholders in the meso and macro
environments. Skaalvik and Skaalvik
(2016), Bauer et al. (2005) and Scheuch et
al. (2015), augment with findings of the
review that teachers retire early due to
stress related to their careers.

Realities that underpin the various
demands and expectations onto teachers is
deeply rooted in culture and these roots
reflect through the current constructed
society (Hill, 2011). Whether you’re a
teacher from the United States and United
Kingdom or a teacher from China, Russia
or Latvia, similar factors weigh on
professional  pressure. = However, a
significant conclusion regarding
differences between regions is not
possible. The lack of available literature in
English and exhaustive search strings,
(including all Eastern European countries),
limits the findings.

Differences between countries with
and without totalitarian political past may
be assessed to a greater extent if a research
team is equipped with the proper language
skills to analyze research from eastern
European publications. Regardless of
cultural context, pressure effects
many teachers’ ability to be




comfortable with the demands of their
daily tasks, and their willingness to feel
proud of their profession.

Implications for Future Research.
Future research, policy, and practice on
topics relative to professional pressure of
teachers offers so much. Co-researchers
found that systemic vulnerability onto
teachers come from a variety of sources.
As researchers we hope for the
vulnerabilities discussed in the review to
be expanded upon. The scope of this
review did not include examination into
how teacher skills learnt through
professional training may contribute to
career longevity and improved health
outcomes. Many articles of the focused
search, before the initial screening phase,
included teacher education (Stroetinga et
al., 2018), co-researchers are curious on
how adequate training may improve upon
microsystem outcomes. Secondly, future
research may examine which
nongovernmental organizations and
governmental organizations are involved
in  developing  the parent-teacher
partnership. Along the same accord, future
research may learn from past and current
interventions of school systems that focus
on the improvement of parent-teacher
relationships and how these relationships
may improve microsystem outcomes of all
stakeholders: parents, teachers, students,
and administrators. Lastly, an analysis into
teacher-colleague relationship may be
advanced; it is the co-researcher’s
assumption that this relationship is deeply
embedded within similar vulnerabilities.
Future research may examine the
correlation of the pressures experienced by
both teachers and
colleagues/administrators. By identifying
these most common stressors, research
may dissect how improving these stressors
could improve the realities of the school-
context as a system (Radu, 2011). Future
research should focus on ways that parent
teacher relationships
can be strengthened
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to a point of healthy co-dependance. To
raise a child takes a community, not just a
teacher, not just a mother, father, or
grandparent. This scoping review present a
broad scope into which systemic
vulnerability  present  pressure  onto
schoolteachers and, minimally, assesses
shifts in well-being and offers some
mitigating factors to these pressures.

Triangulation of the results with
other sources and other views of
stakeholders may also help increase the
validity of the conclusions. Additionally,
there is little comparative data available.
The EU conducted a large-scale study but
was also unable to collect sufficient
answers to make valid conclusions on the
variance of the professional status of
teachers between countries (Carlo et al.,
2013). On the basis of little qualitative
data, it is difficult to conclude whether
teachers in different regions face the same
degree of vulnerability because it is not
possible to establish a common baseline.
Further research is needed to address these
shortcomings. Comparative research is
needed to examine whether schoolteachers
in Eastern Europe face more severe
systemic pressures that can be linked to the
totalitarian past. Finally, the demonstrated
consensus on the sources of systemic
pressure on schoolteachers does not point
to a “one size fits all” approach for policy
action. The present research is useful in
highlighting the structural problems faced
by teachers, but policies to mitigate
systemic vulnerability will need to be
highly contextualized.

ABSTRACT

Introduction. COVID-19 outbreak has changed human life and activity [1],
especially in urban areas forcing citizens to stay for large periods of time in lockdowns.
Protective measures (social distancing and isolation) that have been globally implemented has
caused the isolation of millions. Preliminary findings (Moreno et al, 2021) suggest adverse
mental health effects in previously healthy people and especially in people with pre-existing
mental health disorders.

Living in a small apartment with a minimal private space in the city center
was balanced by the high level of socialization in public spaces, outdoor activities and events,
intense interactions among inhabitants, allowing them to maintain relations (Portegijs et al.,
2021). With COVID-19 outbreak, this modern urban standard of living was challenged.
Social distancing took place at several levels: at home and at work, and, in the city, in the
street and on public transport. Everything created for urban life changed and became
uncertain. Societies got used to sharing common spaces, often crowded, and everyone was cut
off from everyday socialisation. The isolation forced millions of individuals and families to
remain at home, causing them to change their routines, rituals, and habits (McCay, 2020). In
dense urban areas, this mostly meant locking people in cramped apartments, cut off from
everyday physical activity outside the home (Portegijs et al, 2021; Bil et al, 2021).

Smart cities are instrumented, interconnected, and intelligent urban areas (Harrison et
al., 2010) that pursue shared growth through an integrated set of technologies that shape
interactions between actors (Nam & Pardo, 2011). A smart city can be defined as complex set

of technology (infrastructures of hardware and software),

ICT
tools were briefly analyzed and their contributions towards citizens mental health was
evaluated based on questionnaires distributed to the citizens before and after the use of these
tools. Now the key question that needs an answer is “Did smart cities impact on citizens
mental health during the pandemic?”

During the pandemic, Pafos Municipality introduced to its citizens various ICT
solutions that despite initially they were targeting foreign tourists visiting the district, they
ended up as entertainment tools that ease the lockdown period during the quarantine phase.

Further than these 2 mobile applications for iOS and Android devices were
developed, Explore Pafos with various important information about the city of Pafos and
Pafos AR which contain Augmented Reality representation of various significant cultural and
historical sightseeing in the district. The websites and mobile applications were available in 5

languages (Greek, English, Russian, Hebrew and German).
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These platforms were presented to the citizens of Pafos Municipality on the 27" of February
2020, slightly earlier than the first lockdown. After the first strict lockdown, the administrators of the
website reported a significant increase in the traffic of the website among local citizens compared to
pre-pandemic. This led the creators of the platforms among which is the author of this article to
provide online questionnaires to people using the digital platforms on their leisure time during
COVID-19 lockdowns to answer various questions regarding the impact of these digital tools in their
mental health status during COVID-19 lockdown.

A questionnaire containing 5-point Likert scale questions and questions about qualitative and
quantitative use of the ICT tools and their mental health during COVID-19 lockdowns was completed
by citizens of Pafos Municipality.

For analyzing data, two distinctive procedures were carried out using the SPSS® Statistics 23
software to identify differences in levels of each characteristic related to ICT tools, device available
(PC, mobile phone, tablet), and content (Cultural, Environmental, Social, Multimedia Content) when
considering the degree of how they impact their mental health during COVID-19 lockdowns.

Our respondents were half men and half women. Moreover, 10% are aged between 20 and 25,
34% between 26 and 35, 36% between 36 and 45, 14% in the interval of 46 till 55 and only 6% are
older than 55. 36% are single, 59% being married and almost 5% under another non-defined situation.
Most respondents were living in a house (56%), with their family (54%), and had 1 or more kids
(44%). 75% of the respondents mentioned that they use more often their mobile/laptops to access the
internet compared to before. The majority of respondents (62%) mentioned that they used ICT tools
provide 1 or more times per week to remind them of their daily habits while 56% mentioned that they
used the platforms to navigate at their favorite place at least once. The largest majority (82%) accessed
the services from their mobile phone while the smallest percent (12% accessed the services from their
PC/Laptop.

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SOCIAL INTERACTION AS A FACTOR OF
PREVENTING THE CRISIS OF MOTIVATION IN
STUDENT LEARNING

ABSTRACT

The article substantiates the resources of social interaction “teacher — student” in
preventing the crisis of motivation in student learning and highlights areas for improvement.
To study the motivation of the modern student youth, the author used methods for
determining learning motives (modified by A.A. Rean, V.A. Yakunin), methods for
diagnosing the internal motivation for learning (T.D. Dubovytska), method ‘“Value
Orientations” (M. Rokeach), method “SAMOAL”, author’s questionnaire “I master the
profession”. In the process of analysis of the obtained results, the methods of descriptive
statistics were used: determination of average values and frequency analysisConclusions
based on the results of an empirical study of learning motivation are presented. Key aspects of
the theory of motivation and factors of motivation of the person to educational activity are
noted. It is noted that the interaction of a teacher and the students is a situational factor
motivating educational activities, it is able to actualize a significant number of learning
motives, to ensure the effectiveness of procedural and effective component. The author claims
that in the interaction of a teacher with the students there is a wide range of opportunities to
ensure positive flow experiences of both parties. Among them - the ability to meet the needs
of students in security (by forming readiness for adult independent life: mastering the
profession, a sense of support from others), respect and self-esteem (by forming competencies
and awareness), self-actualization and self-realization (by ensuring individual choices,
interests) in educational activities. The components of social interaction of teachers with
students aimed at maintaining the motivation of learning and prevention of the crisis of
motivation are offered. The program of seminars-trainings for scientific and pedagogical
workers of the universities is described, which provides elaboration of various aspects of
interaction with students, important for maintaining their motivation for educational activity.
Limitations: the article contains the results of a study of student motivation conducted by the
author before the pandemic, which could make adjustments to the prevailing motives for
learning; signs of crisis of learning motivation and risks of its occurrence are described
according to the teaching experience of the author and colleagues, no data were collected on
the spectrum of their manifestation and frequency in a representative sample; the conclusion
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about the resources of social interaction ‘“teacher — student” in preventing the crisis of
learning motivation is based on a theoretical understanding of the problem of motivating
individuals to work and requires further long-term and thorough research to obtain more
specific data.
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INTRODUCTION

At the beginning of 2021, the World
Economic Forum in Davos identified one
of the most important issues that should be
addressed - the state of frustration of a new
generation of young people around the
world due to lost opportunities during the
pandemic years (Voroshilov, 2021).
Experts of the forum predict that the
consequences of this situation will be
evident in the next two years.

The state of frustration is somehow
accompanied by feelings of dissatisfaction
due to the inability to realize expectations
and hopes, it causes internal discomfort
and the risk of a crisis of motivation. A
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crisis of motivation or motivational crisis
is a psychological state of a person due to
the difficult stages of life. It requires a
change of habitual stereotypes of behavior,
attitudes, relationships. Signs of a crisis of
motivation are the destruction of previous
landmarks and the lack of new ones,
replacing the level of higher needs with the
level of lower needs.

The state of frustration of young
people can affect their attitude to learning
and education. And we can see the spread
of such student behavior during distance
learning: reduced student activity during
classes, cameras on only after the teacher
comments on this, increase in the
percentage of attendees during classes
after announcing the consequences of
skipping without good reason, passing
tests or tasks of independent work after
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multiple reminders, etc. The extreme case
of the crisis of motivation to study is the
refusal to continue training in the chosen
specialty without consciously planning
their future lives.

However, as with any crisis, there

are two waysout of the crisis of
motivation: a) regression with  the
abandonment of previously significant
motives and values and b) progress as a
transition to a new stage of development
with new and more meaningful guidelines.

Accordingly, to maintain the
motivation of students to study, we must
create an appropriate incentive mechanism
that would affect the structure of values of

educational and learning activities.
Analysis of recent research and
publications. Despite a fairly thorough
elaboration of the problem of students’
motivation to study in  domestic
psychology at the beginning of the XXI
century (Zanyuk, 2001) andactive
attention of scientists and practitioners of
psychological and pedagogical science to
the organization ofdistance learning
during  the pandemic COVID-19
(Slyusarevsky et al., 2020; Bogatyreva et
al., 2021), the topic of the crisis of learning
motivation hasnot been sufficiently
covered in the scientific research.

In the published results of the study
of the crisis of motivation of students of
secondary vocational schools conducted by
the Russian researcher O. V. Veduta, the
following crisis periods are identified:
adaptation crisis, crisis of cognitive
motives, crisis of professional choice,
crisis of displacement of educational
motives by pragmatic motives. In the first
semester, the author proposes to form a
positive motivation to learn (provide
experience of successful learning
activities, facilitate adaptation to the
educational environment, unite the team)
and create a basis for cognitive motives (to
form an adequate idea of specialty, skills
of self-organization and self-control). In
the second — fourth — to form positive
motives (increase the attractiveness of
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classes for students, create conditions for
the formation of motives for self-
education, focus education on future
professional activities), prepare students
for practical training (form real ideas about
production conditions, prepare to adapt to
work on production). During the fifth —
sixth semesters — to increase professional
motivation (stimulate professional interest,
neutralize negative perceptions of practice,
focus on overcoming difficulties), to form
an understanding of the need for education
to implement life plans. In the seventh
semester — students’ orientation on
completion of studies (assistance  in
rational organization of combination of
educational and labor activities), formation
of motives of personal and professional
self-improvement, social responsibility and
cooperation (formation of professional
thinking, initiative position, skills of
collective interaction, responsible
behavior; self-education and self-
development) (Veduta, 2015).

As we can see, the researcher has
proposed a wide range of goals and
objectives to maintain the motivation of
educational activities in connection with
the stages of learning in an educational
institution. However, the question of the
distribution of these goals and objectives
by selected stages remains debatable. Our
experience in the university proves the
expediency of implementing many of these
tasks throughout the training  period
starting from the first days.

English-language Internet
publications address the issue of changing
students’ motivation during online learning
(Chiu, Lin, Lonka, 2021; Meeter, Bele,
Hartogh, Bakker, De Vries & Vrije, 2021,
etc.) and indicate its reduction.

At the same time, the question of
substantiating the psychological conditions
for maintaining the motivation of student
learning and preventing the development
of motivational crisis in student youth with
its negative consequences remains open.




PURPOSE

The purpose of the article. The
article aims to substantiate the resources of
social interaction ‘“teacher — student” in
preventing the crisis of motivation of
student learning and highlight areas for
improvement.

METHODOLOGY

To study the motivation of the
modern student youth, the author used
methods for determining learning motives
(modified by A.A. Rean, V.A. Yakunin),
methods for diagnosing the internal
motivation for learning (T.D.
Dubovytska), method “Value
Orientations” (M. Rokeach), method
“SAMOAL”, author’s questionnaire “I
master the profession”. In the process of
analysis of the obtained results, the
methods of descriptive statistics  were
used: determination of average values and
frequency analysis.

RESULTS

To determine the motivation of
students’ learning, we conducted a
research (Martyniuk, 2018), which resulted
in the following conclusions:

- for modern student youth, external
motivation for learning loses its relevance,

- modern students are more guided
by the motives of the distant future and the
desire to get intellectual pleasure from
learning,

- education is seen by students as a
tool to achieve important values, which is
not always directly related to the attitude
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to development and knowledge as a goal
or knowledge as a need,

- the majority of student youth is
motivated to grow through self-educational
activities.

Motivation theory

According to modern scientific ideas
about the psychology of motivation of the
individual to work (Zanyuk, 2001), the
intensity of actual (i.e., acting “here and
now”) motivation is formed from the
strength of motive and intensity of
situational determinants of motivation. For
example, the actual motivation to be
successful, for example, in a test situation,
depends not only on the characteristics and
strength of student’s motives, but also on
many  situational  factors:  teacher’s
instructions, previous influence of others
(feedback from classmates, parental
expectations, etc.). Therefore, to assess the
motivation of the activity, it is necessary to
take into account the contribution of
factors of any given situation.  For
example, excessive complexity  of
educational activities, lack of normal
relations with the teachers lead to a
decrease not only in motivation but also in
the effectiveness of activities.

The motives of a person’s activity
are closely related to his/her needs. Each
need can be materialized on one or more
subjects that can satisfy it. In the process
of its development, the subject in which
the need is realized may be changed.
Accordingly, when we observe cases of
refusal to continue studying in a higher
education institution or a decrease in
activity in education, we should be aware
that those needs that were previously met
or, according to the student in previous
stages, should be met in conditions of the
institution of higher education are not
satisfied at the moment. Accordingly, the
student's activity is directed to another
object and type of activity.

Any kind of human activity is
motivated not by one motive, but by
several. Accordingly, the higher the level
of motivation and activity, the more




factors (i.e., motives) motivate a person to
activity, the more effort he/she is able to
make.

Factors motivating the individual to
educational activities

According to the psychological
theory of motivation, a student is
motivated to be active in educational
activity by:

- stable motives of his/her
personality (material needs, cognitive
motives),

- situational factors (relationships
with other subjects of the educational
process, features of the organization of
educational activities, instructions for
learning tasks),

- the number of motives (the more
factors motivate a person to act, the more
effort he/she is able to make),

- procedural component of activity
(satisfaction from the process of activity),

- effective component of activity:
direct result of activity (acquired
knowledge, skills, created product, etc.),
remuneration for activity and avoidance of
sanctions for non-performance or unfair
performance.

Social interaction in the
educational process of the institutions of
higher education and its resources in
maintaining the motivation of students

The social interaction “teacher-
student” is of great importance in the
educational process of the institutions of
higher education, the value of which in
recent years has become clear to all
subjects of learning. In such interaction,
there is an exchange of activities,
information, experience, abilities, skills,
interests, views.

In addition, the interaction of a
teacher and a student is a situational factor
that motivates learning activities, it can
actualize a significant number of learning
motives, ensure the effectiveness of
procedural and resulting components.
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DISCUSSION

In particular, in the interaction of a
teacher with the students, there is a wide
range of opportunities to ensure positive
flow experiences of both parties. These
include the ability to meet students’
security needs (by forming readiness for
adult independent life: mastering the
profession, a sense of support from others),
respect and self-esteem (by forming
competencies and awareness), self-
actualization and self-realization (by
ensuring individual choice, interests) in
educational activities.

Therefore, to ensure the motivation
of applicants for educational activities, the
interaction  “teacher-student”  should
include: 1) compliance with mutual respect
in the relationship between student and
teacher; availability and effectiveness of
appropriate procedures for responding to
student’s complaints and inquiries; 2)
devoting time to solving practical
situations directly related to the profession;
3) giving students the opportunity to
choose the types of tasks to perform; 4)
providing an opportunity to show a
creative approach in solving problems; 5)
providing advisory support in mastering
new knowledge in search of an
independent creative solution to a practical
problem; 6) involvement in the
implementation of various projects; 7)
encouragement to group / collective work
during practical tasks or practical classes;
8) providing a sense of belonging to the
professional community through the
organization of events with the
involvement of professionals in the field;
9) organization of interaction with foreign
colleagues-specialists ~ and future
specialists in the relevant field; 10)
instilling in students faith in their ability to
become successful in their profession.

The presence of such components in
the social interaction “teacher — student”,




in our opinion, will help to maintain the
internal motivation of students, help to get
intellectual satisfaction from the learning
process, restrain the crisis of students’
motivation or promote a positive way out.

RESEARCH/PRACTICAL
VALUE

Research limitations. The article
embraces the results of a study of student
motivation conducted by the author before
the pandemic, which could make
adjustments to the prevailing motives for
learning; signs of crisis of learning
motivation and risks of its occurrence are
described according to the teaching
experience of the author and colleagues,
no data were collected on the spectrum of
their manifestation and frequency in a
representative sample; the  conclusion
about the resources of social interaction
“teacher — student” in preventing the crisis
of learning motivation is based on a
theoretical understanding of the problem
of motivating individuals to work and
requires further long-term and thorough
research to obtain more specific data.

Practical / social significance of the
research. According to the study, a
program of training seminars for research
and teaching staff of the Ukrainian
universities has been elaborated, which
provides the development of various
aspects of interaction with students that are
important to maintain their motivation for
learning. In particular, the following topics
are proposed:

1) “Mutual respect of the subjects of
the educational process as a facilitative
influence on the student’s personality and
support the motivation of learning”
(purpose: to acquaint the participants with
the psychology of facilitative influence, to
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analyze the  proximity of their
communication style, to create a bank of
ideas on effective ways to interact with
students in different situations, including
“complex” and “non-standard”);

2) “Cases on the structure of classes
or activity approach to learning” (purpose:
to acquaint with the psychological
mechanism of the method of cases on the
effectiveness of educational activities of
participants in the educational process in
universities, to encourage spending time
during classes to solve practical problems
directly concerning the future profession
of the students, to develop the readiness of
teachers to use actively the method of
cases during classes with students of
higher education);

3) “Psychology of individuality and
freedom of choice in the educational
process” that may arise during the
implementation of an individual approach
to educational activities;

4) “Psychology of creativity and
creative approach in teaching methods in
freelance education” (purpose: to acquaint
with the psychological mechanism of
influence of creative approach in teaching
methods on the process and results of
educational activities, to update the
willingness of teachers, to prevent the
influence of negative psychological
attitudes of teachers on their desire to be
creative in teaching methods);

5) “The role of a teacher in the
educational process in the information
age” in search of an independent creative
solution to a practical problem (to create a
bank of ideas on ways to rearrange a
teacher from the traditional position in the
initial activities to the position of a
consultant for students);

6) “Psychology of student project
activities” (purpose: to acquaint with the
psychological impact of project activities
on an individual and his/her educational
activities; to update and improve the
readiness of teachers to implement the
project method in their methodology of
working with students; to create a bank of




ideas on the ways to involve students in
various projects despite the difficulties
associated with it);

7) “Psychology of group initial
activities” (purpose: to acquaint students
with the psychological mechanism of the
impact of group work on the personality
and learning activities of students; to
encourage students to actively introduce
group / team work during their practical
tasks or classes);

8) “Psychology of forming a sense of
belonging to the professional community”
(goal: to acquaint teachers with the
psychology of the influence of the feeling
of belonging to a group on an individual,
in particular belonging to the professional
group on the effectiveness of professional
development of the future specialists; to
form the readiness of participants of the
trainings to give students the opportunity
to feel belonging to the professional
community; to create a bank of ideas on
the organization of events in the
educational process with the involvement
of professionals in the field);

9) “Psychology  of intercultural
communication and its impact on student
motivation” (purpose: to acquaint with the
psychological significance of intercultural
interaction for personal and professional
development of the future professionals; to
update the readiness of the teachers to
organize students’ interaction with foreign
colleagues and future professionals; to
create a bank of ideas on organization of
such interaction and prevent difficulties
that may arise);

10) “Psychology of self-esteem and
“self-design” of the future specialist”
(goal: to acquaint students with the
importance of students’ self-confidence
and its impact on shaping their future; to
develop the readiness of teachers to instill
in students faith in their ability to become
successful in their profession).
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Strengths and Limitations

To present this scoping review in full
confidence researchers must be transparent
with the strengths and limitations of our
chosen methods. The search syntaxes
displayed in Table 1 are at the core of the
analysis. Due to these syntaxes, results
were limited by the following examples:
(1) outcomes derived in the microsystem,
(2) colleague and administrator pressures,
(3) use of (East* AND Europe*) without
mentioning each country within Eastern
Europe, and (4) limited scope of mitigating
factors. Strengths were the amount of
preliminary  searching  co-researchers
conducted to best situate the search
strategy. Other strengths were the different
stakeholder perspectives which  were
examined, and conversely the depth in
which the parent-teacher relationship was
assessed

CONCLUSIONS

Conclusions and prospects for
further research. Thus, social interaction
in the educational space of institutions of
higher education acts as a powerful
situational motivating factor for students’
learning and a significant factor in
preventing the phenomenon of learning
motivation crisis. It should be focused on
enabling the implementation of the
hierarchy of personal needs, providing
intellectual satisfaction from learning
activities, supporting the motives of the
distant future (success in the chosen
profession), stimulating self-education and
self-development. The direction of our
further research is the implementation of
the elaborated system of measures and the
collection of data on their effectiveness.

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ABSTRACT

The article is devoted to the problems of political leadership and its moral and value
aspects. Some technologies of creating of a political leader image and moral assessment of his
activities in terms of impact on public consciousness are analyzed. The need to take into
account certain difficulties in studying the phenomenon of political leadership, namely the
lack of a comprehensive theory of political leadership, institutional, behavioral, value,
historical, economic, moral factors, as well as significant changes in political leaders’ use of
information and communication technologies is emphasized. The author believes that in order
to create and establish their positive image of power, political leaders are willing to use
certain archetypes, including the archetype of the Hero. At the same time, political myths the
main characters of which are heroes such as savior, creator, messiah and others are gaining
popularity. The political image of putin as an antihero, a trickster is analyzed in terms of
morality and universal values. In the current conditions of war, putin and putin’s russia are
seen as a World Evil, thus increasing the responsibility not only of political leaders, but also
of every single citizen. Emphasis is placed on the emergence of a new term “rashism”
(simplification from “russian fascism”), which is gradually becoming a political ideology of
putin’s russia. Examples of putin’s using of so-called gaslighting, such as spreading false
information, denying obvious arguments and facts, accusing everyone of lying, and so on, are
considered. The problems to be solved in Ukraine after the war with russia are outlined.

ABSTRACT

The article reveals the methodological potential of the cosmopolitan approach to the
study of collective memory as one of the main prerequisites for the formation of group
identity and identification of the foundations for the formation of global memory. For this
purpose, the civilizational approach of S. Huntington, the paradigmatic approach of J. Heidt
and the methodological apparatus of memory studies with its inherent intention to the
problem of forming a group identity are used. These methodological tools helped to explain
the whole spectrum of modern civilizational transformations and provided an impartial view
of the sources of aggressive policy of russia towards Ukraine’s European choice and entire
Western civilization. In view of this, the results of the study can be useful for developing a
humanitarian policy appropriate to Ukraine’s European choice, in particular, for elaboration
of a strategy for the development of Ukrainian memory policy. It must be developed taking
into account the ultimate importance of global (universal) memory for overcoming
international conflicts for the sake of peace and prosperity of all mankind and understanding
the problematic nature of its emergence in the near future due to civilizational differences and
economic inequality. Given this, it is important to the modern world to form supranational
communities, whose members being aware of the decentralized nature of global processes
and the risks involved will focus on creating a system of interstate mechanisms to overcome
turbulence to preserve peace and increase human well-being. Despite the noble intentions of
the supporters of the cosmopolitan world based on the principles of liberal democracy, their
ideas and programs are discern with great caution, and sometimes even with open hostility in
cultural environments and communities with different from European collective experience
and historical memory. This, in turn, puts on the list of items the need to unite the entire
Western world and construct a supranational pan-European identity as a prerequisite for the
internal consolidation of European society around core values defined by shared historical
memories that underpins European international policy.

ABSTRACT

Introduction. Political neuroimaging is an emerging field investigating neurological
roots of political behavior, while many brain imaging techniques such as magnetic resonance
imaging (MRI) and functional MRI provide quantifiable information. However, the literature
is scarce on its practical applications in political sciences since it's unclear how it impacts
political sciences. Put it simply, how the developments in neuroimaging can be used as a tool
in politics, especially to monitor and assess their decision-making related to criminal acts
such as corruption, is unclear. In addition, there are potential ethical limitations preventing
investigators from using brain imaging to evaluate and monitor the behavior of politicians.

The aim of the study was to discuss the potential role of neuroimaging as a political
tool. Neuroimaging tools can help us demonstrate specific abnormal behavior associated with
politically unethical behavior, such as corruption or deceptive behavior. However,
documenting brain imaging findings specific to such deviant behavior may be challenging.
Here, we suggest that the practical use of political neuroimaging can improve transparency in
the political field. It can be recommended to analyze and have insights into the decision-
making process of politicians. Furthermore, neurofeedback tools such as
electroencephalography can be used to improve politicians' decision-making.

Methodology. This study is not a systematic review as the literature is not wide on
neuroimaging as a political tool. We have used Google Scholar to search relevant articles to
provide background to support it.

Review and Discussion. In this study, we have speculated on the potential of
measuring politically inappropriate behavior such as corruption and deceptive conduct. To
investigate it, we have discussed measuring psychological stability before and after being a
politician. More studies are needed to help politicians have stable psychology and improve
their decision-making. Therefore, it may help to improve productivity. However, some many
confounding factors and limitations prevent achieving such a goal.

Conclusion. In conclusion, political neuroimaging can be used to create beneficial tools
to improve and ensure the psychological stability of politicians.

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INTRODUCTION

Understanding political behavior can
be improved by combining the various
theories of cognitive science and decision-
making using neuroimaging (Lieberman,
Schreiber, & Ochsner, 2003), while
neuroimaging methods can provide
information to allow producing
quantifiable data. There are many patterns
of  political behaviors, including
leadership, group behavior, ethnicity, and
war (Cottam, Mastors, Preston, & Dietz,
2015). Moreover, research in political
neuroscience has included candidate
evaluation, political participation, and
ideological differences (Haas, Warren, &
Lauf, 2020). However, those previously
investigated factors cannot give much
information about the behavior of
politicians. Demonstrating unethical or
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unstable decision-making can help to
monitor politicians and may provide
quantifiable parameters although there are
many challenges, such as the hardships of
defining corruption and its relationship
with decision making. As personal
corruption is based on different decision-
making strategies (Kobis, van Prooijen,
Righetti, & Van Lange, 2016). it is vital to
have tools to demonstrate other decision-
making processes while using
neuroimaging data to predict criminal
behavior is investigated by many
researchers (Delfin et al., 2019). However,
it is unclear how to dissect features
associated with  politically  unethical
behavior, such as emotionally biased
decision-making or deceptive behavior.
Some psychological problems can give
insights concerning potentially biased
decision-making. For example, certain
addictions may impact cognitive skills
related to complex decision-making
processes, as previous studies claimed that
decision-making processes are
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dysfunctional in addiction (Koffarnus &
Kaplan, 2018). Furthermore, the repeated
use of drugs may lead to dysfunction in the
cognitive mechanisms related to decision-
making (Verdejo-Garcia, Chong, Stout,
Yiicel, & London, 2018). Moreover, a
study investigated several honest and
dishonest behaviors and demonstrated that
many brain regions previously implicated
in dishonesty may be related to general
cognitive processes (Sai et al., 2021). On
the other hand, it is unclear when to test
politicians and their potential decision-
making processes. They can be monitored
before their candidacy to be a politician
and their future decision-making since
their decision-making may deteriorate in
time.

On the other hand, neuroscientific
documents in trials have given rise to fears
that neuroimages presented by an expert
witness may impact jurors' evaluations
(Schweitzer & Saks, 2011). Because those
neuroimages cannot certainly predict
individuals. In this context, defining
politically inappropriate behavior is a
challenging task since it may impact the
brain by a variety of factors such as
cultural, psychological, and biological
differences. However, targeting dishonesty
requires understanding the complex
neurocognitive processes (Speer, Smidts,
& Boksem, 2020). Similarly, investigating
deceptive behavior using noninvasive
brain stimulation is not sufficient to
determine deceptive behavior (Luber,
Fisher, Appelbaum, Ploesser, & Lisanby,
2009). Clinical psychology generally
investigates pathologic behavior, and in
this context, signs of pathologic behavior
can indicate deteriorated decision-making.

Furthermore, ideological systems
may be structured according to a left-right
dimension for psychological reasons
related to variability to  diminish
uncertainty (Jost, Nosek, & Gosling,
2008). Similarly, a different study
mentioned that threat causes may lead
liberals to think like conservatives (Nail,

PURPOSE

The aim of the study was to discuss
the potential role of neuroimaging as a
political tool. Neuroimaging tools can help
us demonstrate specific abnormal behavior
associated with  politically  unethical
behavior, such as corruption or deceptive
behavior. However, documenting brain
imaging findings specific to such deviant
behavior may be challenging.

Here, we suggest that the practical
use of political neuroimaging can improve
transparency in the political field. It can be
recommended to analyze and have insights
into the decision-making process of
politicians. Furthermore, neurofeedback
tools such as electroencephalography can
be used to improve politicians' decision-

making.

METHODOLOGY

This study is not a systematic
review as the literature is not wide on
neuroimaging as a political tool. We have
used Google Scholar to search relevant
articles to provide background to support
1t.

REVIEW AND
DISCUSSION

In this study, we have speculated on
the potential of measuring politically
inappropriate behavior such as corruption
and deceptive conduct. To investigate it,
we have discussed measuring
psychological stability before and after
being a politician. More studies are needed




to help politicians have stable psychology
and improve their decision-making.
Therefore, it may help to improve
productivity. However, some many
confounding factors and limitations
prevent achieving such a goal.

1.1. Measuring psychological
stability before being a politician

Recently, results from neuroscience
have attracted attention from leadership
(Boyatzis, 2014) as politicians have the
power to decide for other individuals.
Therefore, they should be psychologically
stable, and further brain imaging findings
should support their honesty and logical
decision-making. Thereby, it is vital to
monitor their behavior before becoming a
politician. Furthermore, it is essential to
assess their candidacy wusing brain
imaging methods to ensure that they can
take responsibility. On the other hand, one
previous study (1983) claimed that
political stability could not be quantified
(DOWDING & KIMBER, 1983). Also,
some behavior that brain imaging might
consider deceptive can benefit other
individuals. Therefore, it is crucial to
distinguish between pragmatic and ethical
behavior.

1.2. Measuring psychological
stability after being a politician

Psychological assessment is how
different methods are used to test
hypotheses (Sartori, Costantini, & Ceschi,
2020). In addition, brain imaging methods
can help specify skills needed in task
performance (Hannula & Lehtinen, 2010).
Furthermore, brain imaging findings give
information related to the cognitive
functions that humans harness to create
thought (Illes, 2007). Thus, it is crucial to
develop new methods concerning brain
imaging to give feedback about the
psychological stability of politicians.

1.3. Improving decision-

making using advanced brain imaging
methods
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Neurofeedback designates a
collection of techniques that train the brain
and improve its function (Robert T.
Thibault, Lifshitz, & Raz, 2016). Many
studies have mentioned
electroencephalography-neurofeedback as
a viable treatment for psychological
problems (Robert T Thibault, Lifshitz,
Birbaumer, & Raz, 2015).

A previous study suggests that
attention can be trained with timely
feedback  regarding neural  signals
(deBettencourt, Cohen, Lee, Norman, &
Turk-Browne, 2015). A different article
introduces the principles of feedback
systems and their applications to
electroencephalography and fMRI signals
and subsystems for rtfMRI that may
enhance solutions for clinical interventions
(Sokunbi, 2017) and decision making.
Further, A new field called
neuroeconomics has been created due to
the success of applications of brain
imaging techniques in decision-making
(Xue, Chen, Lu, & Dong, 2010). On the
other hand, one study claimed that
neurofeedback strategies might help due to
their placebo effect (Robert T Thibault,
Lifshitz, & Raz, 2017).

CONCLUSIONS

In conclusion, political
neuroimaging can be wused to create
beneficial tools to improve and ensure the
psychological stability of politicians.
However, it is controversial how it can be
implemented to assess the political
behavior of politicians. Thereby, more
studies are needed to elucidate the
decision-making  process related to
politicians' decision-making. Such

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CONGRUENCE OF A POLITICAL LEADER:
PROBLEMIZATION IN A PERSON-CENTERED
APPROACH

ABSTRACT

The article aims to problematize the congruence of a political leader to build trusting
relationships with followers and form more realistic approaches to solving urgent tasks on the
national and global agenda.

Approach. In the person-centered approach, congruence appears when an individual’s
internal and external experiences and symbolizations are one. In modern leadership theories,
congruence is one of the three basic traits of a “good leader”. It means the ability to establish
deep, meaningful relationships with followers based on the closeness of lifestyle. Finally, in
political science, congruence is understood as the conformity of the leader’s position to the
followers’ attitudes, expectations, and actions. Conformity of the patterns of power-
subordinate relations is of particular importance. The requirement of congruence, which is
relevant for a political leader at the intra- and inter-subject levels, creates a conflict of
congruence.

Results. The author describes two basic types of conflict resolution by a political leader
that can lead to destructive consequences for political stability and public trust: incongruence
of expression and experience. The author outlines the principles and conditions for a more
constructive resolution of the conflict of congruences.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. Despite some limitations in applying
congruence to political leadership, the human-centered approach opens up some perspectives
in resolving dilemmas between private and public imperatives, which now remain a source of
political conflict with systemic negative consequences for the stability and effectiveness of
political systems. The urgent task of modern politics is to abandon rigid, destructive ways
of resolving the conflict of congruences in favor of more flexible, conscious, and

responsible approaches.

ABSTRACT

The results of theoretical substantiation, practical development and testing of a
multidisciplinary approach to deconstruction of stereotypes in the development of training
programs aimed at improving mutual understanding and trust between the National Police and
Roma communities to establish cooperation in security and crimes prevention issues are
presented. The multidisciplinary approach was developed and tested within two projects
implemented by the International Charitable Organization “Roma women fund “Chiricli” in
2019 and the NGO “Roma Human Rights Center” in 2021 in partnership with the Human
Rights Department of the National Police of Ukraine. The overall goal of the projects was to
ensure security, justice and attention to the needs of the Roma using practical measures that
meet human rights standards; to establish a dialogue and mutual trust between police
officers and Roma. Implementation of a multidisciplinary approach was based on the
principles of adult education, which involve students in interpersonal interaction, activation of
their critical thinking by turning to their own professional and personal experience;
providing the necessary information on the mechanisms of ethnic and professional
stereotypes, given the achievements of social and criminal psychology, research in the
field of “poverty culture”, Roma mentality, ethnogenesis, cultural traditions and lifestyle
as a way to preserve Roma identity as a traditional culture. Participants were also
provided with information on current human rights issues, European standards of policing
in the fight against hate crimes, and historical reasons of international attention to the rights
of this group as a population that has repeatedly suffered from discrimination and genocide.
The developed approach proved its effectiveness during the practical testing. It was also
demonstrated that police officers’ lack of prejudice and stereotypical attitudes towards Roma
and their understanding of Roma traditions, cultural characteristics and worldviews are a
prerequisite for successful cooperation within the existing legal framework on security and
crime prevention.

ABSTRACT

Introduction, Activity and involvement in a
public organization can significantly change a young
person’s outlook and accelerate his future career
growth and life success. The development of his life
strategies depends on the resources he accumulates
as a member of a youth organization and the created
relationships being a member of those organizations.

The article’s purpose is theoretical and
empirical substantiation of the generation features,
conversion, and wuse of social capital in
implementing life strategies by young people based
on their membership in youth public organizations.

Methodology. Using the method of in-depth
interviews, an empirical study of the peculiarities of
the acquisition and influence of the accumulated
social capital by members of youth public
organizations on the construction of their life
strategies. The author defines life strategies as
behavioural orientations based on life ideas, goals,
and demands, formed under the influence of public
activity in youth public organizations.

Results. Based on in-depth interviews
conducted within the study's framework, an authors’
typology of life strategies was proposed for former
youth public organizations members in Lviv. In
particular,  social-, business-, = management-,
political-, and religious-oriented types of life
strategies were highlighted and described.

Conclusions. The conducted theoretical and
empirical analysis of the capital generation process
of youth public organizations and the possibilities of

using this resource by their current and former
members in the construction of life strategies
allowed us to characterize the social capital of youth
as a significant and necessary factor in the
development of civil society. It's important to outline
the key directions of its development: establishing
social relations, ties, and contacts; forming
conditions for the development of relations based on
trust; encouraging and stimulating cooperation, etc.

The further perspective of the study consists
of identifying factors that prevent the transition of
the individual social capital level of public
organizations members into the organization’s social
capital.

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ABSTRACT

Introduction. According to scientific data, unemployed, lonely and students are most
prone to procrastination. And what about teachers, in particular, higher education institutions?
There is not enough data in the available literature. As practice shows, in the case of teachers,
procrastination or postponement can manifest itself in the form of stress caused by failure to
fully realize goals and plans vital to the individual. Negative consequences are expressed both
in reduced work capacity and in acute emotional experiences of one’s own failure,
dissatisfaction with the results of one's work.

The aim of the study was to investigate and evaluate the level of anxiety, depression
and the nature of manifestations of procrastination among teachers of the Ivano-Frankivsk
National Medical University during the period of altered psycho-emotional state during
forced social distancing in connection with the COVID-19 pandemic and its impact on social
functioning and quality of life.

Materials and methods: The survey was voluntary and anonymous. The research was
approved by the Bioethics Committee of Ivano-Frankivsk National Medical University and
conducted according to the principles of the Helsinki Declaration. We used two clinical test
methods to identify emotional disturbances: the Hospital Anxiety and Depression Scale
(HADS) and the Montgomery-Asberg Depression Rating Scale (MADRS) (Zigmond A.S.
et.al.,1983; Svanborg P., 2001). In order to assess the degree of expressiveness of the
propensity to postpone matters “for later” among the surveyed teachers, we created a special
Google questionnaire created on the basis of data. “Questionnaire to study the propensity of
the individual to procrastination” (Shivari ,0.A., 2015), which is a modification of the
“General Procrastination Scale” (Lay, C., 1986) and consists of two scales: “Personally



conditioned procrastination scale” (Scale I) and “Situationally conditioned procrastination
scale” (Scale II). Scale I indicates the general level of procrastination and Scale II -
motivational procrastination, its high indicators suggest that the questionnaire will perform
some work only in the presence of motivation. In addition, in order to assess the quality of
life, the data of “The Quality of Life Enjoyment and Satisfaction Questionnaire - Short Form
(Q-LES-Q-SF)’ were evaluated. (Endicott J; Rapaport MH; Clary C; Fayyad R). The
statistical analysis of the results was performed using STATISTICA 7.0 software packages
and the package of statistical functions of Microsoft Excel.

Results and discussion: Were interviewed 214 teachers of various departments of the
Ivano-Frankivsk National Medical University: 174 (81.6%) women, 40 (18.6%) - men. 58
interviewees (27.1%) worked at theoretical departments, 156 (72.9%) — at clinical
departments. The analysis of the results of the survey according to the ‘“Personally
conditioned procrastination scale” showed that 32 (14.9%) of the teachers interviewed by us
have had a low, 96 (44.8%) - medium, and 86 (40.3%) - a high level of personal tendency to
procrastination. Data of “Situationally conditioned procrastination scale” showed that 54
(25.2%) have had a low level of situational procrastination, 76 (35.5%) - medium and 84
(39.3%) - high, respectively. Based on the results of the survey on the HADS scale, a normal
level of anxiety-depressive symptoms (0-7 points on a scale) was found in 9 (15.5%) workers
from the theoretical departments and in 52 (33.3%) - clinical departments. According to the
data of the conducted questionnaire according “The Quality of Life Enjoyment and
Satisfaction Questionnaire - Short Form (Q-LES-Q-SF)”, the least satisfied respondents were
by daily functioning, present depressed mood, inability to perform housework efficiently and
to spend leisure time interestingly, engage in hobbies or even perform professional duties.

Conclusions. The complex of research methods made it possible to comprehensively
consider procrastination as a model of the behavior of the subjects and to determine the
factors influencing its occurrence during the period of changes in the psycho-emotional state
caused by forced distancing in connection with the Covid-19 pandemic and to study the
relationship of procrastination with the level of quality of life (from the point of view of
satisfaction and enjoyment of life). The main reasons for procrastination were dominated by:
lack of motivation to work; stress, as a result of uncertainty and fear of the future; laziness;
limited “live” communication and an excess of virtual, external distractions. It is noteworthy
that among teachers this phenomenon is not limited to academic procrastination, in most
cases everything is fine in this cluster, but more often it extends to homework, interpersonal
communication, social and personal life. Attention is drawn to the fact that among teachers
this phenomenon is not strictly limited to academic procrastination, but extends to household
tasks, interpersonal communication, social and private life.

According to  scientific  data,
unemployed, lonely and students are most
prone to procrastination. And what about
teachers, in particular, higher education
institutions? Most scientists are inclined to
think that the main reason for the
prevalence of this phenomenon is
scientific and technological progress,
which leads to an increase in the pace of
life with increasingly strict deadlines for
the completion of works and increased
requirements for their quality. This
phenomenon is more typical of citizens of
technologically developed and developing
countries. It is noted that the propensity to
procrastination is much more characteristic
of mental work specialists, which includes
teachers of higher educational institutions,
in particular doctors, than for workers
engaged in physical activity (Babatina,
Svitenko, 2019, Romash, 2020).
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The essence of the “procrastination”
phenomenon is that, while maintaining
visible activity, human activity ceases to
be productive. The negative consequences
of procrastination are manifested not only
in a decrease in success and productivity
of activities, but also in acute emotional
experiences caused by one's own failure,
dissatisfaction with the results of one’s
activities. This entails a loss of faith in
oneself, in one's strengths, a decrease in
self-esteem, and can plunge a person into a
chronic sense of guilt. Another scientific
fact: a number of psychosomatic diseases
can arise due to the postponement of
cases. That is why the process of
procrastination is considered as a
mechanism that triggers destructive
phenomena both physiologically (a state of
stress,  anxiety, apathy, etc.) and

The short
form Q-LES-Q-SF is identical to the
general functioning subscale of the larger
instrument of the Quality of Life
Satisfaction and Enjoyment Questionnaire
(Q-LES-Q).

Statistical processing of the results
was carried out using STATISTICA 8.0
(StatSoft,  Serial STA862D175437Q)
software packages and Microsoft Excel
statistical functions package. Arithmetic
mean (M) and standard error (xm) were
used to describe quantitative
characteristics. The reliability of the
obtained indicators was confirmed by the
calculation of errors for relative values,
and the probability of a difference in the
data in the compared groups was proven
based on the calculation of the t-coefficient
(Student’s t-criterion).

We performed the correlation
analysis using the Pearson coefficient. The
direction of the connection was indicated
by the sign “-* - reverse connection, or “+”
- forward connection. We evaluated the
strength of the correlation by the following
gradations: r = 0.3 — weak, r = 0.3-0.5 —
moderate, r = 0.5-0.7 — significant, r = 0.7-
0 .9 is strong, r = 0.9-0.99 is very strong.
We used median (Me), mode (Mo) and
interquartile range: lower-upper quartile
(LQ-HQ) to describe quantitative features.




We calculated the odds ratio (OR), the
standard error of the odds ratio (S) and
assessed the statistical significance of this
relationship by calculating its 95%
confidence interval (CI): its lower and
upper limits. We took 0.05 as the critical
level of significance when testing
statistical hypotheses (Mintser,
Voronenko, Vlasov, 2003).

The study was approved by the
Bioethics Committee of the Ivano-
Frankivsk National Medical University
and was conducted in accordance to the
basic principles of GMP (1996), ethical
principles of scientific medical research
with human participation - the Helsinki
Declaration of the World Medical
Association (Helsinki 1964, 2000 ed.).

Based on the results of the survey
on the HADS scale (Fig. 4 a) and 4 b))
during the period of altered psycho-
emotional state, a normal level of anxiety-
depressive symptoms (0-7 points on a
scale) was found in 9 (15.5%) workers
from the theoretical departments and in 52
(33.3%) - clinical departments. Symptoms

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The results of the questionnaire
conducted according to “The Quality of
Life  Enjoyment and  Satisfaction
Questionnaire - Short Form” (Q-LES-Q-
SF) are shown in Figure 5. As can be seen
from the presented data, the least satisfied

examined  patients  were  everyday
functioning, low mood, inability to
perform qualitatively chores around the
house, the impossibility of spending free
time, engaging in hobbies or even
fulfilling professional duties.
